Writing Prompts for The Laramie Project

 1. What are the pros and cons of showing a movie or reading literature such as The Laramie Project which blatantly presents homophobia, in a secondary classroom?

 2. Do you think that it is important to discuss the matter of sexual orientation in your classroom by presenting them with a film like The Laramie Project, or literature with the same message?

 3. If you were teaching a lesson/unit on sexual orientation what other methods might you use? What other types of information or literature could you present to your students?

 4. It would be a mistake to think that presenting a topic like this would not evoke a number of emotions in your students.   After watching The Laramie Project (or reading the play) please write down any   feelings that you have about the subject? Now think about and write down the kinds of emotions/reactions you think you might see in a secondary classroom?

 5. Please describe any examples of homophobia that you have witnessed or experienced in your life? How can presenting students with something like The Laramie Project affect their view on homophobia? Do you think that it could help prevent it?
